
This is the installation manual for Vise version 1.3. If you have an older version, go to the website 

(http://www.kidscontrol.eu ) to download the latest version. 

To install VISE, please proceed as follows: 

1. Double click the Visesetup.exe program to start the installation. Windows may give you the standard 

Security warning for an unverified publisher. Proceed by clicking Run. 

2. Select the language for the installation 

3. Click Next on the welcome screen 

4. Read the license agreement and click Next to accept it 

5. Choose the location where the program will be installed. Click Next. Choose the Start Menu folder in 

which the program shortcuts will be placed. Click Next. 

6. Check the choices overview if necessary, and click Install to proceed with the installation. 

7. Decide whether you want to use Integrated Windows login or Standard VISE login. 

Integrated login means that VISE will read the available Windows user accounts, and you can set 

options for those users. For this, you will need to have multiple Windows accounts for different users 

(i.e. at least one administrator account, and at least one other account on which to enforce control). If 

you use multiple Windows accounts, integrated logins are recommended so users will not have to log in 

twice and no separate VISE accounts will have to be configured. 

 
Standard VISE login means that users will have to log in to Windows, and separately into VISE. This 

can be used when no separate Windows accounts have been configured and only one main Windows 

account is used on the computer. You will then have to define the separate users in VISE. 



8. Define the password for the built-in Admin account.  

 
In this screen you can also define a password recovery question and its secret answer. If you ever 

forget the password the program will ask you the secret answer to your question, then let you define a 

new password. 

9. Enter your email address try VISE free for 30 days. 

10. Click Finish to restart the computer. 

11. After the restart, Windows XP may bring up a Security Alert that the firewall has blocked the vtray 

program. Unblock it so that it can accept connections from the Internet 

12. If you have chosen for Standard Logins in step 7, a blue Vise login screen will now appear. 

 
Click on Admin and enter the password that you defined in step 8. 



Note: 

Vise needs the adobe Flash player version 9 or later. If this is not present on your machine the login 

screen will look like this: 

 
In this case, type your Vise administrator password and the program will start your browser and go to 

the Adobe Flash Player Download Center for Windows. 

Adobe offers to also install the Google Toolbar, uncheck this. Check the box saying that you accept the 

Adobe Flash Player Terms of Service and click on Install Now: 

The latest version of Flash Player will be downloaded. You may get warnings about the installation of 

an Active X Control; accept these:

When the installation is complete, the website shows a Flash animation: 

 

 

13. In the bottom right corner of the screen, a blue shield indicates that Vise is loaded. 

 
Double click this tray icon to start the Vise Administrator Console. 



14. The administrator console opens in the Message Center. 

 
This is empty because nothing has happened yet. 

15. If you are using Standard Logins, you can go to the Users sections to define the names of the people 

who will be using the computer. 

 



16. Assign users to a profile. Then, in the Profiles menu, define what is allowed for the users in each of 

these profiles.
